PHRAGMITES MANAGEMENT PROGRAM 2010

CLAY TOWNSHIP, ST. CLAIR COUNTY, MICHIGAN, USA

Important Note:  To be included in the Township-wide permits you must apply by July 9, 2010.

The purpose of the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program is to assist the citizens with procedures to receive effective Phragmites control treatments. This year's program has various components including starting to survey the status of Phragmites within the community, establishing priority treatment areas for 2010, communicating with and educating property owners, exploring how we can provide permit and treatment assistance, looking into funding opportunities and developing a program of volunteers to assist others with Phragmites control.  Exactly how many of the following proposed activities we can accomplish this year will depend on available funding, the number of property owners requesting assistance and the number of volunteers we can enlist.  Here are some of the components of the plan which will be available to property owners of Clay Township.
Workshops on Phragmites Management - Additional workshops are planned this year for Saturday, July 31 and Saturday, August 21.  Both of those will be held in the afternoons at Stewart Farm, 2007 Stewart Rd., Harsens Island. On-Site Consultation - One of our volunteers can meet you at your property to discuss your specific problems with Phragmites management on your property.  To use this service you must be in the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program 2010.

Treatment Chemicals at Special Prices -  To save the Clay Township property owners money in the self-treatment of their Phragmites, the Township will be purchasing the appropriate chemicals at special government rates and making them available to residents at lower costs than they can usually get elsewhere.  To use this service you must be in the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program 2010.

Contractor Treatments at Reduced Rates -  To save the Clay Township property owners money in the hiring of a contractor to treat their Phragmites, the Township will be taking contractor bids for a single large contract to treat all of the properties within the Township of those who wish to be included in the contract.  A single contractor for a large number of properties should cost the property owners less that if each property owner were to hire their own contractor.  To use this service you must be in the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program 2010, and you must apply to the Township by July 9, 2010.   
Township-wide Permits for Treatments - To simplify the process of obtaining the necessary permits for spraying, cutting and/or burning Phragmites on your property, Clay Township will be applying for Township-wide permits.  To use this service you must be in the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program 2010, and you must apply to the Township by July 9, 2010.   

To be in the Clay Township Phragmites Management Program 2010, you must apply to the Township, pay a $20 fee and attend one of the Phragmites Management Workshops.  The application is available online at www.ClayTownship.org/Phragmites or in person at the Clay Township Treasurer's office.
